Having no language , infants cannot be told what they need to learn. Yet by the age of three they will have mastered the basic structure of their native language and will be well on their way to communicative competence. Acquiring their language is a most impressive intellectual feat. Studies of how children learn language generally agree that the most remarkable aspect of this feat is the rapid acquisition of grammar. Nevertheless, the ability of children to conform to grammatical rules is only slightly more wonderful than their ability to learn words. 3. 答案：D【解析】本题为动词短语辨析题，使用了与过去事实相反的虚拟语气结构，主句：would have+过去分词, 从句：过去完成式。四个动词短语和意思分别是：D resorted to 求助于，诉诸于，后接名词；A sought (seek 的过去分词形式) for 寻求，探索；B. accounted for( 人) 露面，( 机会) 出现.D 合乎题意. 整句翻译: 如果我当时不是那么绝望的话，决不会诉诸法庭来解决。
4. 答案:A【解析】形容词辨义.A. turbulent 意为“狂暴的, 骚乱的”；B tragic 意为“悲剧的”，由名词tragedy而来; C. vulnerable 意为“有弱点的，易受攻击的”，引申为“脆弱的，敏感的”；D. suspicious 意为“不信任的，不放心的，疑神疑鬼的”。整句翻译: 流言无处不在, 它传播恐惧, 污损名誉, 本来太平无事也会变得沸沸扬扬。

C尽管承认这个预测有点不准确，科学家们也警告人们不要把它当作杞人忧天。【解析】somewhat 是“达到某种程度，颇为”的意思，如：I was somewhat surprised to see my father. 见到父亲我有点吃惊。A 项anyhow 有“无论如何，即使如此，至少”的意思，如：It’s too late now, anyhow. 无论如何现在都已经太迟了。B项some-where的意思是“某处”，如：He lost his wallet somewhere between here and the station. 他从这儿到车站的这段路上把钱包丢了. D 项,anyway 与anyhow 意思相同。所以答案应为C 项。

6. A 华盛顿纪念塔是一个空心的柱子，其表面除了入口处，没有一处裂缝。【解析】这里是一个固定用法，break in sth., break 是“裂缝，破裂处”的意思。如a break in a fence. 篱笆的裂口。类似的用法还有a hole in the wall 等。其余B C D 三项三个词没有这种用法。
7. B 如果谈判失败的话，我们就得采取罢工行动。【解析】该题为形近词辨析。resort 向... 求助，指求助于或诉诸某事物，常与to 连用，如resort to violence 诉诸武力；retreat 撤退，退却，如force the enemy to retreat 迫使敌人退却；recite 复述，背诵，如recite a speech 复述一个演讲；retract 撤销，拒绝执行，如 retract a promise 食言。
