Do you believe in Santa Clause or in Father Christmas? The surprising thing is that they are not the same person, but very few people remember that these days. Food Smart

A car needs fuel, or gas, in its engine in order to run. Your body also needs fuel, or food, in order to work for you. Eating the right kinds of food is wise. You can help your body grow strong by caring about what you eat. A good place to start is with the four basic food groups. The dairy group has foods like milk, cheese, and yogurt. The other three groups are the meat and fish group, the fruit and vegetable group, and the bread and cereal group. Each meal should have at least one food from all four basic groups. The right combination of these foods will give you needed energy during the day. It is easy to slip into bad eating habits. You may skip breakfast to get to school or work on time. Or you may not have time for a good lunch. It may seem easy to fill up on potato chips and candy bars from a snack machine. But you may find yourself feeling tired on these days. Often you are unable to think as clearly. It is hard to pay attention to studies. These signs are telling you to take time to eat correctly. Checking what you eat for one week is a good way to improve your food habits. You may be surprise at what food groups you leave out of meals. Snacking can also be a big problem when we think of snacks, foods like ice cream cookies and cake come to mind. There are many snack foods that are better for your health, however. Carrots, cheese and crackers, fruits, and nuts are just a few of the foods that are healthful snacks. Sweets can still have their place in your diet. But it is better to eat them along with a balanced meal. Foods with lots of sugar should not be eaten in place of the basic foods.

It is important to be aware of what you drink. Too much soda is not good for your body. The calcium from milk is neededfor strong bones and teeth. Vitamins in milk and juice will add nutrition to your diet. Watching what you eat will help keep your body healthy and strong. It is good to get exercise as well. Using your muscles in physical activities will strengthen them. This keeps your heart healthy and builds your stamina. Combining exercise with good eating habits is the key to health.

PASSAGE 4

Many events in our lives give us special memories. A camera helps to preserve those moments. Looking through photographs is a way to keep those times alive. To capture just the right look, it helps to know how to use a camera.

First you need the right kind of film for your camera type. Then you need to load the film. This should be done away from bright lights. Be careful not to open the camera until the film is finished and rewound. If this happens you risk exposure and loss of pictures.

You want to make sure the subject of your picture is centered. This is done by placing the subject in the center of your viewfinder. You may want to take a picture of more than one person. In that case, focus on the center of the group.

Light is a big factor in effective photos. When you are outside, it is vest to keep the sun behind you. Pictures taken inside usually need a flash for good lighting. However, to get a muted look, you may wish to forget the flash. It is fun to experiment with light for new effects.

Some cameras come with a self-timer. This is especially helped if you want to include yourself in the picture. At family gatherings it is nice to be part of the group shot. Center the photo with your position in mind. Press the timer button and get into place. About fifteen seconds will go by. The flash will go off.

Care of your camera is very important. You should avoid getting it wet. Never let your camera sit in a hot place. Do not take it apart yourself.

Each person has his or her own style of taking pictures. Some like taking pictures of people. Others look for an outdoor scene as their subject. Some photographers like shots to be posed. This is when people do not know their picture is being taken.

Now you are ready to take your picture. Hold the camera steady, focus and click! When the film is developed, you can see your results. Don't be upset if your first pictures are not as good as you had hoped. Good photography takes practice. Taking pictures is a full-time job for some people. You might think of working for a newspaper or magazine. Or you could just use your skill for your own reward.
