A Problem of Drinking or Using Drugs

Young people who drink or use drugs are mainly influenced by both their parents and their peer pressure.

Other reasons they take that first drink are to be rebellious, for curiosity or “kicks”, or to escape an unpleasant environment. And young people drink and use drugs because alcohol and drugs are at hand.

After first experimental use, young people continue to drink or use drugs because they believe these substances can relieve boredom, increase energy, decrease anxiety, solve problems, or help them socially. They may simply like the“ high”they get in the early and middle stages of substance use. Now that we have admitted that we have to solve this problem. We must decide how to deal with this challenge. Winning this war will take a great effort involving local state and national government. Already a great amount of time, energy, and expert knowledge has been directed toward dealing with it but the problem continues.

Honeybees

When the warm weather arrives, the wild plants blossom with activity. Birds will sing until dark. Children spend hours playing outside. And the sound of buzzing bees is often heard. Bees look innocent, but many people are still afraid of them. Bees can give painful, and to some people, fatal stings. But they don’t sting unless they are scared of hurt. A bee’s stinger is its only means of self-defense. A bee sting may hurt a person, but the bee sill die a few hours after using its stinger. The bee’s stinger, which is attached to its nervous system, is forced into its victim’s body. The bee can’t function without a stinger and dies. When you are stung by a bee, poison enters your body. Immediately scrape off the stinger. Letting it stay in your body will allow more poison to enter. You may fell pain and have some selling, but you probably won’t be uncomfortable for long. A few people, however, are very sensitive to bee stings. Just one sting could cause death. These people must be treated by a doctor right away. Although there are 10,000 different kinds of bees, the honeybee is the most useful to people. Honey bees make wax and honey. The wax is used to make such products as lipsticks and candles. The honey is good for cooking and for making foods sweet. When honeybees fly from flower to flower, they help people and the plant. Many fruits and vegetables would dir out if bees did not help fertilize flowers. Bees gather nectar and pollen from flowers. They make honey from the nectar and use the honey and pollen as food. Honeybees have a separate honey stomach to carry nectar to the nest. 
Honeybees live and work together in large groups. These groups are called colonies, and may have thousands of members. One honeybee may live just a few weeks or months. But a colony may go on living for years. As a group, the honeybees can do many things. They gather water and food. They build homes. They store honey and pollen and eat it when cold weather sets in. Honeybees can even air-condition their hive. 
Even though people have studied honeybees’ habits for hundreds of years, much is still a mystery. We don’t know how the bees know when to work, or how they decide to build more honeycomb. We do know that they are highly organized creatures.

The first step in stopping drug abuse is known why people start to use drugs. The reasons people abuse drugs are as different as people are from one another. But there seems to be one common thread. Stopping drug abuse may be as simple as having something better to do than taking drugs. Most cities have centers to talk and relax in. Sometimes, there are team sports to join in. if there aren’t things like this where you live, you and your friends could start something. It could be sports, a band, skate-boarding, arts and crafts, almost anything you have fun doing. All these things can prevent drug abuse.

This might sound too simple or too easy to work. But think about it. Studies of heavy drug users show that they felt unloved and unwanted. They didn’t have close friends to talk to. They didn’t have friends to have fun with or to share things with. When you or your friends take the time to care for each other, you're all helping to stop drug abuse. You probably know what you’d do if your friend were falling off a mountain. What would you do if he or she were getting involved with drugs? It could be important for you to know what to do. It is your business to help. After all, what are friends for?
